1. Dick Zunkel, a guest, introduced himself to the group.  He is an artist of many years and is the current resident artist/teacher at the Cypress Center, Monday afternoons.  He exhibits at the Stone Griffen Gallery in Campbell.  He has found that while the gallery exhibits beautiful work, including 5 of his paintings, the prices are high and the commission taken on sales is 50 per cent. He has built several businesses and is starting a new business, the South Bay Artists Cooperative, an on-line gallery.  The business is not quite ready for operation. Editor’s Corner

One of my favorite masterpieces is Salvdor Dali’s Crucifixion, (Corpus Hypercubus),1954. To me, the painting transcends reality and enters the world of the mystical. It is one of Dali’s most significant paintings dealing with a religious theme.

What many people do not know is that the geometric figure representing the cross is what is called a tesseract. And basically a tesseract is a 4-dimensional cube unfolded into our 3-dimensional world! You can sort of visualize this by taking a gift box in the shape of a cube and flattening out the box on a table (a 2-dimensional surface).  What you get is a 2-dimensional figure made up of 6 squares that very much resembles the tesseract, except in 2-dimensions you have 6 squares. Similarly, we can imagine a 4-dimensional creature unfolding a 4-dimensional cube that becomes a figure made up of 8 cubes in our 3-dimensional world as shown in Dali’s painting.

The question is how did Dali know about the tesseract. He saw the tesseract in a talk by the mathematician Charles Hinton and he was so impressed that he included it in his painting. And here is another interesting fact. The mathematician who developed the mathematics of higher dimensional spaces (used by Hinton) was George Bernhard Riemann. And this new mathematics was instrumental in Einstein developing the General Theory of Relativity. So in a way one could say that Dali’s painting and the general theory of relativity are somewhat connected!     John Rubbo
