At the Movies with the Editor: “Wings of Desire”

You are probably wondering why a movie is being discussed in the CAG Newsletter. Well, the masterpiece. “Wings of Desire”. a 1987 romantic, fantasy film by the German director Wim Wender melds one art genre and the works of two artists. 

The art genre is Surrealism and the influence of M. C. Escher and Edward Hopper may be seen in the movie. As is quickly evident, the film is very surrealistic, and there are scenes that take place in a library in which the influence of M. C. Escher is soaked into the scenes. The influence of Hopper permeates the entire film, not in as much as the scenes look like Hopper paintings, but because the feelings that are evoked in the film are the feelings evoked when looking at some of Hoppers’s paintings. However, there are a few scenes that look like a painting Hopper would paint.

So, if you like Art and like Cinema, you might like “Wings of Desire”, a masterpiece of the first  rank. Netfix has this movie.
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
