· The meeting was called to order at 1:30 by president Jim Rogers.  

· Twenty six members and two guests were in attendance.  Several new members introduced themselves and were welcomed.

· The minutes of the previous meeting were read and approved as read. 

· Treasurer, Sharon La Bouff reported that we have $4310 on hand, a small amount in a fund, and $175 in the Memorial fund.  Annual dues were payable last month.

· Announcements:

· A discussion was held concerning whether to continue to be members of the Triton Museum at a cost of $55, and whether to show work at the Rose Shenson Gallery for a month at a cost of $500.  Some members expressed concern about the lack of traffic through the gallery.  Marlene Bird has the statistics on traffic and will bring the information to the next meeting.  Other venues for exhibiting, including the Campbell Octoberfest, were cited as having more traffic. 

· We are a club and not a state registered non-profit organization, so we may not qualify for reduced rates. 

· The Rose Shenson hangs exhibits, rather than the artists hanging and being responsible for renting the exhibition system, so the cost at the Shenson may be a better deal.  

· The majority of the CAG members want to exhibit as well as sells cards and prints.  Artists must collect sales tax on sales and Chandra will look into the current status of tax requirements. 

· The decision was tabled until our next meeting.

· The next Corinthian House show is hanging at the end of May.  A reception will be held on June 18 and all members are encouraged to attend.  The show can be seen Monday through Friday from 9:00 am to 4:00 pm.

· New Membership Chair Barb Overfelt has reviewed the Membership Book and made some corrections and changes that do not change the intent.  A motion passed to accept the changes.   She has developed some new logo designs for possible adoption.  She will submit them to the newsletter for member consideration.

· Program chair Chandra Agrawal would like hear from members what they are interested in seeing demonstrated.  She will be asking the demonstrators to focus on these interests.  She has a copy on her computer of the painting produced at the last meeting by Bill Dunn.  You can request it from her.

· The demonstrator next month will be Laura Williams, an oil painter.

· Demonstrator was Clyde Stout. He showed methods for drawing animals, talked about the drawing materials and implements he likes.
