· The annual potluck and social began at 2:00 with the business meeting called to order at 2:55pm by president, Janice Santos.  

· Twenty six members and two guests in attendance. 

· Announcements:

· There will be no March meeting.  The April meeting will be at the usual time and place.  Membership  dues should be paid at that time.  

· Our gift in the name of Jeanette Tobacco was sent to the San Jose State University College of Education Scholarship Fund per her family's request.  A Thank You note has been received from SJSU.   

· There is a $5 entry fee for each painting (maximum of $15) entered in the art contest at Corinthian House beginning on May 10, 2011.  Contact Carolyn Tanner if you want to exhibit.  A date for the reception has been set yet.  

· The demonstrator at the April meeting will be Bill Dunn.  He will demonstrate watercolor/landscape.

· June 18 is the date for the one-day exhibition at the Triton.  Formerly this was the AV Fest.  We are invited to exhibit and must respond by March 15.  Artists need to be juried in if new to this show.

· In response to requests for members to suggest possible future meeting locations, a list was created.  At the meeting all of the places were discussed: their facilities, parking, costs ranging from making a donation to the facility, to $10, to $1 per person in attendance, to the most expensive at $35 for a four hour meeting.  Several members spoke in favor of the First Congregational Church on the corner of Hamilton Ave and Leigh which is also the venue for the Cambrian Artists Guild.  The church is not located in the city of Campbell and the pros and cons of this were discussed.  A vote was taken and the membership decided to make the First Congregations Church our permanent meeting place beginning in May.  The cost will be $1 per person in attendance and each member will be asked to pay the fee when they enter.   Janice will sign a contract to indemnify the church and CAG will pay a security deposit of $50.
