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April 23, 2011 Meeting Minutes

· The last meeting of the 2010-2011 year was called to order at 1:10 p.m.

· President Janice Santos welcomed members and guests to the meeting honoring the 47th birthday of the Campbell Artists' Guild and thanked those who started it  and attended  through the years.

· Three guests were introduced and welcomed.

· Members were reminded that yearly dues are payable in April.  They are $30 for continuing and new members and $15 for associate members who may take part in all group activities except for submitting works of art.

· This was the last meeting to be held at the Campbell Library this year. The next meeting will be held on Saturday, May 28th at the First Congregational Church on Hamilton and Leigh. There are parking lots on both streets. Use of the lot on Leigh is recommended for ease of access  to the meeting in the Friendship Room. Meeting time will be at 1:30 p.m. All future meetings will continue to be on the 4th Saturday of the month at 1:30 p.m with the exception of date and time in December which will be known at a later date.

· The church is requiring a donation of $40 per meeting. This is negotiable if the membership increases. Members discussed this issue and voted to have members and guests donate $2 each at attendance. A suggestion was made for members to donate the $2 for a guest attending with them.

· The Triton Museum of art is not making the Rose Shenson Gallery  available free of charge except for the Santa Clara City Art Club and the Santa Clara Valley Watercolor Association. The new fee is $500 for one month.

· Discussion was initiated with the question, "How important is the annual show to you personally?  No member wanted to give it up. It was suggested that each participant in a show pay a fee of $20 for all of their submitted work. The decision will be deferred for about four weeks to include the response of absent members by e-mail or telephone calls.

· Other suggestions to think about in the coming weeks are a one-day show, and find another venue that is more affordable.  Marlene Bird,  Exhibit Chairman will be the contact, but she will require a possible site to be thoroughly researched before it is acceptable to move forward with it.

· Drop off time of entry in the coming Corinthian Art Show is May 10th, 10a.m. -12p.m. A maximum of 3 pieces at $5 each will be accepted. Each must have wire on the back for hanging. To protect other pictures, the wire must not show above the frame nor have screws on the back .

· Sharon La Bouff's San Jose Garden Club will have a Plant Sale, Saturday, April 30th, 9 a.m.-2 p.m., 1670 Lincoln Ave. at Pine. Proceeds benefit the Community Education Fund.

· Slava Shabrov will participate in Silicon Valley Open Studios the first 3 weekends of May. See www.amberphoto.com for time and place. 

· Janice Santos received a University Art gift card from the Guild in appreciation for her years as President (2009-2011). In acceptance, she thanked members for assisting her and for the good times she experienced while working with them.
