September 24, 2011 Meeting Minutes
           The meeting was called to order by President Jim Rogers at 1:30 p.m.
      President Rogers welcomed 6 guests to the meeting. 
      The minutes of the previous meeting were read and approved as read. 

      John Rubbo asked that all announcements which are non-CAG related be sent to Yelena for inclusion in the website and that she then forward them to him for inclusion in the Announcements portion of the newsletter.  A discussion ensued.  John will email Yelena to reach an agreement.  
      Barb Overholt, on Marlene Bird’s behalf, distributed Hosting Instructions for    the Rose Shenson show.  The following were added:

· Preston Metcalf has arranged for staff to remain at the Triton until 4:30 each day of the show, so the gallery will be open noon to 4:30.
· Door prizes will be given by Marianne Eichenbaum and Chandra Agrawal.
· The sign on the lawn side of the building should be placed on the lawn, not the deck and should be placed facing the Triton main building.
· It was suggested that name tags be taken home to be worn the days that people were sitting.
· On a hot day, bringing a fan would be a good idea.
· Barb will print a biography for anyone if they will supply her with the information.  Slava has the book of biographies which will be available for our guests to reference.
· If an artist cannot sit the day he/she is scheduled, he/she must arrange for a replacement, either by switching with someone else or paying another artist $20 to sit for him/her.
· No reminder calls for sitting will be made.
· There will be a table for business cards and brochures.
· There was a discuss regarding sales at the show.  If an artist sells a painting and the purchaser wishes to take it out of the show and the artist agrees,  the artist must immediately bring a replacement to hang in its place.
· There was a discussion regarding collecting sales tax and the commission to the Guild.  It was reiterated that the sales transaction is between the artist and the buyer and it is the artist’s responsibility to collect the sales tax and to pay 10% commision to the Guild. The $25 collected from each entrant was to pay for the rental of the room, not an entry fee.
      Janice Santos announced that Marilyn Clardy had died and asked that a $25 donation be made from the Guild’s memorial fund. It was so approved.
